ANNOUNCER

EXT. THE BLEACHERS - DAY

MYLES

EXT. A FOOTBALL FIELD - DAY 

As the ball descends from the kick off, it falls in the 
hands of Myles.  He's a frequent dreamer and this 
particular daydream involves him on the field returning the 
kick.  Although everyone else is in full equipment, Myles 
is in his ordinary clothes.  He catches the kick off and 
the other team begins to close in on him.
